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EVENT SAFETY INFORMATION 

 

YOUR ACCREDITATION PASS AND LANYARD MUST BE WORN AND DISPLAYED AT 

ALL TIMES WHILST ON SITE 

On behalf of the Australian Grand Prix Corporation (AGPC), we wish you an 

enjoyable, successful, and memorable time whilst you are here with us. 

This document has been developed to provide you with some key safety 

information whilst on site at Albert Park. 

Site Rules 

Failure to comply with the site rules can have serious consequences for yourself, 

other individuals and the event. If you observe someone breaching the rules we 

encourage you report to your Australian Grand Prix Representative or the Grand 

Prix or iEDM Safety Departments. Contractor and site supervisors are responsible 

for communicating these rules and monitoring compliance. 

A breach of the following rules may result in the offending vehicle being 

temporary prevented from further use, removal from site and / or immediate 

dismissal of the operator from the site.  

Licence / Verification of Competence (VOC) 

• All workers accessing a designated construction zone MUST hold a compliant 

Construction Industry White Card (or be accompanied with a card holder), 

or equivalent. 

• No works are to be undertaken by persons who do not hold the appropriate 

licence, qualification or VOC for the work to be undertaken. 

• All accredited contractors and visitors to site must complete the iEDM 

Hammertech site induction course prior to entry to the site during 

construction and deconstruction phases. 

Plant and Equipment 

• Operators of all plant and equipment must hold the appropriate licence or 

certificate of competency and, where required the High Risk Work Licence 

(or exemption). 

• All plant and equipment are to be secured and where available locked with 

keys removed to prevent any unauthorised use.  

Vehicle Safety 

• Any person who operates a vehicle (Operator) is responsible for their actions 

and the actions of any passengers whenever they are operating vehicles at 

the Venue. 
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• Operators must adhere to all directions and instructions given by AGPC / iEDM 

and traffic controllers  regarding the use and operation of the vehicle. 

• All vehicles must travel on the designated roadways and pathways and are 

not permitted in vehicle no-go zones during gate opening times. The only 

exceptions are emergency vehicles and critical maintenance vehicles. 

Where the vehicle travels through a crowded area or pathway there must be 

a spotter to the front of the vehicle to warn pedestrians of the approaching 

vehicle.  

• Operators must not operate a vehicle while under the influence of any 

alcohol, illicit drugs or medications that may impact the Operator’s ability to 

operate the vehicle. 

• Operators are prohibited from using mobile phones or radios while operating 

a vehicle.      

• Helmets are to be worn by Operators and passengers when travelling in an 

ATV.  

• Seat belts must be fitted to all vehicles and must be worn by the operator and 

passenger/s whenever the vehicle is in motion. Failure to comply will result in 

the confiscation of the vehicle until seat belts are fitted and compliance to 

their use. 

• Passengers are not permitted to ride on a vehicle unless they have a 

dedicated seat – no seat no ride.   

• Patrons / General Public are not to be transported in venue vehicles unless 

authorised by AGPC for mobility assistance or emergency medical transport. 

• Approval must be sought from iEDM prior to driving a vehicle on grassed areas 

or soft ground. 

• During race days or scheduled track activity days vehicles are not permitted 

to enter the racetrack. 

Vehicle Speed 

• All Operators must adhere to posted venue speed limits. During event days 

this is walking pace.  

• All vehicles operating on shared pedestrian roadways must always travel at 

walking pace and must have a spotter to the front of the vehicle when 

congestion dictate. Critical travel through no-go zones must have the same. 

Vehicle Security 

• Vehicle security is important to prevent inadvertent or deliberate misuse, 

damage or theft. Operators must: 

a. remove keys from the vehicle and lock any doors (if applicable) when 

parked or left unattended.  

b. where applicable, use the supplied lock to secure an Accessory Vehicle 

when parked or left unattended. 

c. only park in designated parking areas.  
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Albert Park Public Safety 

Albert Park is a public open space during both the build and deconstruction 

phases. All workers on site must ensure their activities do not endanger the public 

accessing the park.  

• All contractors and third parties must be aware of the presence of children, 

adults and pets undertaking activities such as sport, walking, cycling running, 

etc. Your activities should not impact their recreational activity. 

• The onsite speed limit is 10kph. Respecting the speed limit will ensure the safety 

of all park users. 

Internal Roadways, Tunnels and Parking 

Internal roadways and pathways are numbered during the build and 

deconstruction phases. Security staff monitor road use and permit parking. 

• Vehicle parking permits, tickets , accreditation must be always displayed on 

the vehicle. 

• Park only in designated parking bays or allocated parking areas, do not park 

on grassed areas. 

There are three tunnels that service Albert Park. These have height restrictions as 

tabled below. Please check the vehicle height prior to proceeding through a 

tunnel. 

 

Tunnel Description Height 

North Tunnel (infield direction only) 2.6m 

South tunnel (outfield direction only) 2.6m 

Middle Park tunnel at Gate 1 / Canterbury Rd 2.1m 

 

Any vehicle found to be illegally parking, in the wrong location or without the 

appropriate accreditation my be towed from the circuit at the owner’s expense.  
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Site PPE Requirements 

PPE is an essential aid to safety. Dependent on the task or location you may be 

required to wear one, some or all the PPE listed below. Requirements will vary 

according to the task. If you are usure please contact your work supervisor. As a 

minimum hi-visibility vests and closed toe shoes must be always worn when on 

site.   
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General Site Safety  

The following are the minimum safety expectations to be adhered to: 

Safe tools and equipment 

• Only safe tools and equipment are to be brought onto or used at the venue 

and all safety devices, equipment, and apparel necessary to prevent 

accidents, injuries, fires, and other hazards must be available and used where 

required. 

• It is the responsibility of the individual in possession of the tools or equipment 

to implement regular inspections to ensure compliance. 

• Any unsafe tools or equipment are to be immediately tagged out of use and 

removed from the venue as soon as possible. 

Electrical Safety  

• Any portable electrical equipment, power tools, extension leads, power 

boards etc. are expected to be integrity tested and tagged in accordance 

with all relevant requirements (including but not limited to the Australian 

Standard AS/NZS 3760:2022). 

Theft Prevention 

• Make sure all tools / plant and equipment are kept secure and or locked 

during rig and de-rig phases of the event to prevent theft and unauthorised 

use. 

Dangerous Goods 

• Any flammable, dangerous and/or poisonous goods must be stored and 

labelled appropriately. 

• Decanting of dangerous / flammable liquids must be completed away from 

ignition sources and to avoid spills. 

• Should a spill occur contain the spill and mop up. Dispose of waste via the 

appropriate waste stream. Report the incident to your site supervisor.  

Safe work practices 

• Everyone is to follow safe work practices and ensure a safe workplace and 

safe system of work for all work conducted. 

• It is the responsibility of all people to work with due care and consideration to 

safeguard their own health and safety as well as others. 

• All persons must conduct and monitor all operations and work in progress in a 

manner to avoid the risk of harm to persons, or risk of damage to property 

always. 

Incident or injury reporting 

• Any work injuries or incidents that occur at the Venue are to be reported to 
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iEDM and/or AGPC immediately or as soon as is practicable after occurrence.  

Hazard reporting 

• Any identified hazards, that cannot be immediately resolved, must be 

reported to iEDM and/or AGPC as soon as possible. If the task or area poses 

a serious and immediate threat, cease all work, make the area safe or move 

to a safe location. Please then notify iEDM and/or AGPC immediately. 

Smoke free workplace 

• Smoking and vaping is not permitted in any buildings at the venue. 

• This includes offices, buildings, meeting rooms, back-of-house areas, 

basement, toilets and staff rooms or any enclosed workspaces. 

• Smoking or vaping is not permitted within 3 metres of any fuel storage 

compounds, garages and where flammable liquids are being decanted. 

Security  

• Our security has been designed and implemented to balance operational 

requirements and our security posture. However, there are certain security 

arrangements that you will encounter, and we would appreciate your 

patience and cooperation. 

• Make sure your workplace is secure and report any suspicious activity or 

items.
